DIALOGUE 2

(Another girl is sitting next to her)
-Mary, why are you crying? What happened?
(Mary shows her the messages)
-Stop crying and come with me. We will go to the headmaster and report it. That must stop at once! Nobody has the right to hurt you or anybody else.

4) ADDICTION    (Πολωνία)

(A family in a sitting room. A boy in front of a tablet)

George: -I’ m coming mum. I am finishing a sum. (Ok, I have replied to Mary, Nick, and the other ten. There are sixty five remaining. I will see them after dinner)
